Rehearsals:  
 Each group will have 3 rehearsals plus one dress rehearsal. 
 Attendance at all rehearsals is mandatory.  You must speak to the Director, Nikki Roberts, in order to have an absence 

excused. 
 If you have been taking group lessons on Sunday afternoons (4pm or 5pm) or during any Tiny Tots class you will be practicing 

on: Sunday, March 14th, 21st and 28th from 5-5:50pm.   
 If you have been taking group lessons on Thursday evenings (6pm) you will be practicing on: Thursday, March 18th, 25th and 

April 1st from 6-6:50pm.  The only exception to this class will be the Tots level.  You will be rehearsing with the Sunday 
skaters (noted above).   

 Dress Rehearsal For All Skaters: Thursday, April 8th from 6-7:50pm  
Show Date: Sunday, April 11th 4-6pm.  All skaters will need to arrive at rink by 3:30pm (dressed in show attire). 
Fee: The show fee is non refundable as ice time and show dresses are pre-paid.  Cost: $120.00 per skater
